3. HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

***EMERGENCY OVERVIEW***:

May cause eye, skin and respiratory tract irritation.

POTENTIAL HEALTH EFFECTS

Eye Contact:


A mild irritant according to test result on LIQUID COLOR base mixtures.  Can cause tearing and reddening.

Skin Contact:

A mild irritant according to test results on LIQUID COLOR base mixtures.  Repeated exposure may cause drying of the skin.

Inhalation:

General:

The NJTSR No. 56705700001-5020P, is moderately toxic and may be harmful if swallowed, inhaled or absorbed through the skin.  This material may also stimulate the central nervous system, possibly resulting in restlessness, uncordination, tremors and convulsions.

Oral doses of Diethlene glycol monomethyl ether that were high enough to cause maternal toxicity in pregnant laboratory test animals also produced birth defects in their offspring.  When applied continuously to the skin of laboratory test animals during pregnancy, this material caused slight embryofetal toxicity (delayed development) but no increase known.  Overexposure to this material has been suggested as a cause of the following effects in laboratory animals, and may aggravate pre-existing disorders of these organs in humans.  Kidney damage, liver abnormalities, testis damage.
